     - Must be enrolled or accepted in a technical college, vocational college, community  
        college or university.  Payment will be issued following proof of enrollment.

     - Career goals 
     - High School activities 
     - Community service and leadership activities 
     - Participation in agricultural activities (4-H, FFA, breed associations, etc.) 
     - Proof of acceptance or attendance at a technical college, vocational college, 
        community college or university. 
     - Two letters of recommendation (teachers, activity leaders, organization leaders, etc. 
         that are not family members).
